Summary: In this project, you'll create a unique portrait that combines realism and abstraction using the stippling
technique. First, choose a person to draw (like yourself or someone you admire) and create a light grid on your paper
and reference image to help sketch the face accurately. Divide the portrait in half—one side will be realistic, where
you’ll carefully draw and stipple the details of the face using dots to create shadows and highlights. On the other side,
you’ll design an abstract composition with creative shapes, patterns, and textures that express your personality or
ideas. Blend the two sides together in a way that feels natural or dramatic, depending on your style. The final artwork
should be completed in ink, and adding color is an option to enhance your design. Finally, upload your finished work to
Artsonia and share your artistic statement to explain your creative choices!
